A Study Guide
This study guide has been written for groups who would like to first read the book then engage in independent discussion based on questions suggested by the author. The purpose for the Study Guide is to encourage readers to discuss principles illustrated in the book without specifically stating then in the text of the book.
I suggest that a person is selected as the group leader to oversee the discussion and keep it in proper limits and context. Also, the group leader may choose the format for the class and the length of time (such as number of meeting periods) devoted to each chapter.
Some of the questions are very pointed and personal. This may make some members of the class reluctant to participate other than listening to the thoughts of others. This is still a part of the learning process. Let all members of the group (class) be polite, thought of others, and courteous.
Please have copy of THE BIBLE available for use with Scripture references. I have used the NKJV in writing, reference and quotations.
Time limits for class and group discussions are at the discretion of the group. However, I do recommend that each participant have a copy of the questions for each chapter of study and review these at home. I also suggest a writing pad and pen or pencil for making personal notes and comments to be used in the group meeting.
The group leader may want to assign a question to each member of the group for initiating discussion for each question with other class members free to politely add their thoughts to the question being discussed
The objection of this discussion guide is to provoke thought in everyone about having a better relationship with their child and in their family. It is also desired that ALL these thoughts are based upon the Word of God, the Bible.
