CHAPTER 13 ELEVEN-ELEVEN
1. What kind of special occasions, like our Eleven-Eleven, do you share in your family celebrations? Did your child originate the idea?
2. Do you plan an activity with your child where he can think he is charge of the event/celebration?
3. Do you assist your child in learning, such as how to read a calendar, or other devices, and the value of knowing what a calendar represents?
4. Do you consider an activity and talking with your child as something of value to you? To the child?
5. When sharing an activity with your child, do you express love and thanks to that child for sharing the time and activity together?
6. Do you encourage your child to learn, think about, and apply what he has learned?
7. Do you help your child do accept the truth when truth is learned and it is found that an assumption is wrong?
8. Do you help your child, male or female, to learn modesty?
9. Do you teach your child that God is concerned about our revealing the beauty of the heart and not the emphasis of flashy clothing and jewelry which draws attention to our outward appearance which may induce sinful lust in others?
10. Read 1 Peter 3:1-7; 1 Timothy 2:9-10; Titus 2:2-8 and discuss how these scriptures instruct each to dress and behave before God and mankind!
11. Do you recognize the charge given you by God in bringing up your child?
12. Read 2 Timothy 2:15 and apply it to bring up your child.
13. Do you thank God for your loving blessing given from Him and into your hands?
