	PART A
1. Do you teach your child to accept personal responsibility?
2. Discuss ways that the parent can teach the child personal responsibility in life.
3. Are you guilty of NOT giving your child something he desires simply because your parents did not give you something you desired? Is this a logical reason for your parental behavior toward your child?
4. Does your child have the right to politely express his opinion on a matter?
5. Does your child know he can easily talk with you and express his thoughts and ask questions?
6. Does your child know deep down in his heart that he is loved unconditionally?
7. Why would a parent say, “Johnny, if you will be a good boy, ‘Mommy will love you.’”? Is this teaching the unconditional love God gives us? Discuss Romans 5:8 
8. Does the God we serve demonstrate unconditional love? Read John 3:16-17.
9. Is it wrong to give good things to your children? Why? Why not? Read Matthew 7:11.
Do you know how to give “good things” to your children? 
10. Do you ask God for “good things”? Are you blessed to receive them?
11. Read Matthew 12:35. Discuss the origin of good! Discuss the origin of evil! Read Proverbs 23:7 What is the source of your personal good or evil?
12. Is teaching your child understanding profitable? To the child? To you? Read and apply Luke 1:3. 
13. Do you teach your child (and yourself), male or female, to wear God approved clothing? Read Genesis 3:7-11, Genesis 3:21 and discuss God approved clothing and how it covered the body, verses man approved clothing failing to cover the nakedness. Is LUST involved in man-made, designer brands of clothing? Why do you buy and wear such provocative (sinful) clothing? Why do you buy it and allow your children to wear such?
14. Discuss the full Hebrew meaning of the word “coats” used in Genesis 3:21 (KJV). Consult a Hebrew Lexicon. Discuss where the “coat” started on the body and how far it descended on the body to cover what God said is nakedness! 
15. Read Exodus 28:39-42, cover nakedness. How far does the thigh reach? Answer: the length of the femur bone.
16. Read and discuss Exodus 32:33
17. How much bare flesh do you expose daily?
18. Do you look for teaching moments for you child? Yourself?
19. Discuss Isiah 40:31 and apply it to training children!
