CHAPTER 16 THE WEDDING DRESS
1. How old should your child be when you begin training that child for adulthood?
2. Does this question mean that the parent should skip training their child to be an obedient child? Why? Why not?
3. Is it healthy for a child to participate in an adult activity, such as a wedding, and imagine themselves as the bride or groom, etc.?
4. Do you demonstrate love toward your child and give him examples of what it means to love?
5. Is love always a feeling or an emotion?
6. Is true love a verb in our vocabulary? Discuss when love is used as a noun!
7. Is “charity” an act of the emotions, or is charity an expression of love for mankind by showing an act of benevolence toward someone?
8. In view of the preceding question, read Ephesians 4:28, then Galatians 6:10; Titus 3:8, 14. Read and discuss Galatians 5:22-23. Is this something we must be doing individually to be pleasing to God? Are you achieving the quality of this fruit (singular) of the Spirit in your Christian growth? If not, why not? Who is to be blamed?
9. How are children to learn behavior as they grow?
10. Do you explain adult activities (marriage, etc.) to your children at their level of understanding?
11. Is it emotionally healthy for young children to imagine themselves in roles which are to be filled by persons older and more mature?
12. Is my dream for my child to give way to the dreams the child may have for himself?
13. Confess a dream you have for your child which you are willing to give up and yield to the dreams of your child! 
14. What dream are you NOT willing to give up FOR your child? WHY?
