Read Matthew 19:1-9. What is God’s commandment for marriage?
2. Have you and your spouse matured in your LOVE toward each other? If not, why not? When should you start?
3. Christ instructed His disciples to love as He loved. Read John 13:34-35. How much did Jesus love you? John 3:16
4. In John 13:5-12 Jesus washed the disciples’ feet and ended with the question: “Do you know what I have done to you? Dow do you answer this question?
5. Jesus was showing love in action (verb form of love). Explain how He did this!
Love – demonstrated being a servant, the action of love.
Love – demonstrated His humility. The Son of God doing the task given to the lowliest servant.
Love – demonstrated Hiis willingness to serve. 
Love is sacrificial – Christ was sacrificed on the cross willingly for all mankind. Read Romans 5:8-9. 
Read Ephesians 4:28. How is this sacrificial? Planned? 
Read James 2:15-17. Is this demonstration of faith and works also a demonstration of sacrificial love?
6. How well does your life demonstrate the action (verb form) of love? 
7. Are you willing to let God teach you how to be a servant?
8. Is being a caregiver for your spouse, parent, child, etc. a form of being a servant?
9. Hove you learned how to be a willing caregiver (servant)?
10. Being a servant, caregiver, can you also be an encourager? Give an example from your life experience or your observation of such! 
11. Can you love someone in the same way God loves us? 
12. In what manner does God continue to show love in your life?
13. Is the love of God unconditional? 
14. Is God’s love long-suffering toward you? Explain.
15. Does God continue to bless us? READ: Matthew 5:44-45, 48; Acts 14:17; James 1:17 
16. If you love God, will you be a willing servant toward your fellowman? Please give an illustration of such!
