1. When separations come in one’s life, maybe for unknown reasons, do you continue to practice the love of God in your life and toward the one from whom you have been separated?
2. Read John 3:14-17 and try to determine the true MAGNITUDE OF GOD’S LOVE toward you and all mankind. Discuss this idea among your discussion group!
3. Is God’s love directed toward humankind UNCONDITIONALLY? Explain your answer!
4. In John 3:16 God’s love was given without conditions. Must one obey God’s word to access His love?
5. God’s love is a gift, Romans 6:23. Do you have the choice to either receive or reject God’s gift?
6. Do you practice love toward your fellowman in an unconditional manner? Why? Why not?
7. Are you long-suffering (patient) with others as God demonstrates His long-suffering nature toward us? READ: 2 Peter 3:9 and discuss God’s practice toward us (mankind) and your practice toward your fellowman. Do you reach God’s standard of His long-suffering nature? Are you striving to reach this standard for your life? How? Why? Why not? Are you needing to repent?
8. When we fail to obey God, is this the same as failure to love God? Read and discuss John 14:15 as it relates to this question!
9. Review the Scriptural referenced from Lesson 17 to refresh your knowledge of the different ways God continues to bless you and all the world. Do these Scriptural references make you see the true answer from a different perspective? In what way?
10. Do you consider that my desire to have my daughter back in my life is a godly attitude? In what way?
