2. How does your family interact with the younger members of the family to teach each one the love of the family? Is this method effective for your child?
3. Why is this method of family interaction superior to placing your child in front of a cartoon TV show or placing a a small electronic device in their hand for self-entertainment?
4. Does this technique help the young mind to grow and learn interactions with family, friends, playmates, classmates, etc.?
5. Why as a parent do you not desire to exercise personal responsibility to interact with your child and contribute to his learning of life skills? Learn their natural abilities, likes and dislikes, and develop their lives with this first-hand knowledge in mind? Discuss this question in relationship to the proper meaning of Proverbs 22:6.
